Here is the cli-
max of his desire:

Father, | desire that they also, whom you have given me, may be with me
where | am (v. 24).

Among all the undeserving sinners in the world, there are those whom God
has "given to Jesus."” These are those whom God has drawn to thehBon (
6:44, 65). These ar€hristians? people who have "received" Jesus as the
crucified and risen Savior and Lord and Treasure of their [lods (1:12

10:11, 17-18; 20:28; 6:35; 3:17). Jesus says he wants them to be with him.
Sometimes we hear people say that God created man because he was
lonely. So they say, "God created us so that we wouldvible him' Why

does Jesus want us to be with him? Consider verse 26, the very last verse: |
made known to them your name, and | will continue to make it khatn,

the love with which you have loved me may be jratiebinin them. That is

the end of the prayer. What is Jestigal goal for us? Not that we simply

see his glory, but that we love him with the same love that the Father has for
him: "that the love with which you [Father] have loved me may be in them."
Jesus' longing and goal is that we see his glory and then that we be able to
love what we see with the same love that the Father has for the Son. And he
doesn't mean that we merdipitatethe love of the Father for the Son.
